b) High Standard of Conduct in your Heart will result in

action

What you must learn to do in view of the severe warning from
Jesus Christ.

the Father's will.

v' The necessary priorities which will make the Father's
will as your number one priority.

v" The necessary conduct which is harmony with the
Father's will.
