The Spirit of God gives us intimacy with God who is the resource
for everything.

The Spirit of God illuminates the Word of God which gives us
instruction on everything.
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The Spirit of God glorifies Christ to us and in seeing the glorified
Christ we become more and more the bearers of His glory.

The Holy Spirit guides us into God's will.

The Scripture teaches that the Spirit of God not only reveals
truth through Scripture, but the Spirit of God guides us
personally.
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Why would the Spirit need to be in us?

God says, "l will put Him in you so He can cause you to walk in
My statutes."

It is a life pattern the Spirit produces. God doesn't just help you
to know, but He enables you to do.
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There was no Bible verse for this.

How they going to find out God's will?

How they going to find out God's will?

Who is going to take the gospel to the Gentiles?

So, they prayed, fasted, and they asked God through His Spirit
to reveal to them and the Spirit of God revealed to them.
That's the subjective ministry of the Holy Spirit.

We see another example in the Jerusalem council meeting in
the book of Acts 15" Chapter. They have assembled to sort out
the issue of circumcision.

Discussion of the meetings to how they should treat the Jews
and how they should carry the gospel into the Jewish and
Gentile world.

Finally, they come to conclusion and they write a letter, look at
the phrase they used in the letter sent through Paul and his
companions.

Acts 15:28, For it seemed good to the Holy Spirit, and to us, to
lay upon you no greater burden than these necessary things:

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The apostle Paul knew that experience because the Spirit of God
worked on him many ways.

Romans 9:1, /tell the truth in Christ, | am not lying, my

conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Spirit,
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The Holy Spirit moves the conscience to guide you in life.
People who live in the Spirit and walk in the Spirit are guided by
the Spirit. The Holy Spirit works through their conscience to lead
them into His will.

What does God do for you through His Spirit?
You began in the Spirit.
v He convicted you of sin.
v" He produced repentance within you.
v" He energized faith and response to the hearing of the
message of the gospel.
v" He regenerated you.
v" He came to indwell you.



v He baptized you into the body of Christ by means of the
Spirit.

What are the resources which we have in the Spirit?
v’ Intimacy with God,
v" Understanding of the Word,
v Glory of Christ and
v" The promise of personal guidance into God's will.

How rich is His glory?

As rich as He is, that's how richly | want Him to give you this.

| am going to pray that He would give you in equal measure
according to the riches of His glory to be strengthened with
power through His Spirit in the inner man.

How much power is there?

Power to do exceeding abundantly beyond all we can ask or
think. An unimaginable, indescribable, incalculable amount of
power is there by the Holy Spirit within us in the inner man.

» Holy Spirit can energize the intimacy with God that the
Spirit will give.

» Holy Spirit can also energize the revelation of God, so
you understand it.

» Holy Spirit can glorify Christ and shape you into His
image.

Holy Spirit can lead you personally.

» There's enough power to do that and beyond that and
beyond what you could ask and beyond what you could
think.

Paul experienced that power.

2 Corinthians 4:7-13, This priceless treasure we hold, so to
speak, in a common earthenware jar—to show that the splendid
power of it belongs to God and not to us. We are handicapped
on all sides, but we are never frustrated; we are puzzled, but
never in despair. We are persecuted, but we never have to stand



it alone: we may be knocked down but we are never knocked
out! Every day we experience something of the death of the Lord
Jesus, so that we may also know the power of the life of Jesus in
these bodies of ours. Yes, we who are living are always being
exposed to death for Jesus’ sake, so that the life of Jesus may be
plainly seen in our mortal lives. We are always facing death, but
this means that you know more and more of life. Our faith is like
that mentioned in the scripture: ‘I believed and therefore |
spoke’. (PHILLIPS)
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2 Corinthians 10:3-6, For | am afraid otherwise that I shall have
to do some plain speaking to those of you who will persist in
reckoning that our activities are on the purely human level. The
truth is that, although of course we lead normal human lives,
the battle we are fighting is on the spiritual level. The very
weapons we use are not those of human warfare but powerful
in God’s warfare for the destruction of the enemy’s strongholds.
Our battle is to bring down every deceptive fantasy and every
imposing defence that men erect against the true knowledge of
God. We even fight to capture every thought until it
acknowledges the authority of Christ. Once we are sure of your
obedience we shall not shrink from dealing with those who
refuse to obey. (PHILLIPS)
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How powerful they are?
They are so divinely powerful that they can destroy fortresses.
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The imagery here is just tearing to shreds the huge fortresses
that Satan builds in this world.

These weapons are so powerful they can destroy speculations
or human ideas and values.

They can tear down every lofty thing that man has raised up
under Satan's power against the knowledge of God.

They can take every single thought captive to the obedience of
Christ.
There's nothing we can't do.

» One side, you can be strengthened to do beyond all you
can ask or think.

» Other side, you have such spiritual strength if you live in
the Spirit on the spiritual level that you can tear down
every false system that Satan has built to stand in
opposition against God if you use spiritual weapons
living in the Spirit.

The Holy Spirit is the source of our strength.
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The Holy Spirit gives us the assurance of our eternal hope.
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He empowers us in overcoming sin.

He empowers us in witnessing.

He empowers us in hoping for the glorious future that is ours.
He empowers us for service

He empowers us for praise,
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The Holy Spirit intercedes for us before God.
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Now we just said that, that he strengthens us, He helps our
weakness.

How does He do it?
We don't know how to pray as we should.
Romans 8:28, "God causes all things to work together."

Romans 8:29, you'll be in the image of His Son.

Romans 8:30, you will be glorified.

Romans 8:31 to 39, "And nothing can change it, nothing can
separate you from it at all."

Why?
It's the work of the Spirit.
