Praising God in grief—it seems paradoxical.

How can one do that?

When you are in grief it seems like you can't praise God. Not
only do you not feel like it, it seems like it's physically
impossible.

When you are in grief — your body reacts in certain ways.

You feel absolutely sick to your stomach.

You can't eat.

You can't sleep.

You feel like curling up and crying.

The sadness can be overwhelming. There is a real darkness
there.

So why does the Holy Spirit give us this great example of Job
praising God in the midst of his grief?

Why is it so important that we praise God when our whole
world comes crumbling down?
